THE HONOURABLE BARBARA B. KENNELLY

Congresswoman Barbara Kennelly served 17 years in the United States House of
Representatives as a Democrat representing the First District of Connecticut. Mrs. Kennelly
won her congressional seat in a special election in January 1982. In 1996, she was elected to
her eighth full term with over 74% of the vote.

Barbara B. Kennelly became President and Chief
Executive Officer of the National Committee to Preserve
Social Security and Medicare in April 2002 after a
distinguished 23-year career in elected public office. Mrs.
Kennelly was appointed to the Social Security Advisory
Board in 2006 and served on the Policy Committee for the
2005 White House Conference on Aging.

After serving in Congress, Mrs. Kennelly was appointed to
the position of Counsellor to the Commissioner at the
Social Security Administration (SSA). As Counselor, Mrs.
Kennelly worked closely with the Commissioner of Social
Security and members of Congress to inform and educate
the American people on the choices they face to ensure
the future solvency of Social Security.

Upon leaving SSA, Mrs. Kennelly joined the law firm of



Baker & Hostetler LLP, where she was a lobbyist within the federal policy practice group.

During her congressional career, Mrs. Kennelly was the first woman elected to serve as the
Vice Chair of the House Democratic Caucus. In 1996, Congresswoman Kennelly was
reelected by her colleagues to serve a second term as the Vice Chair during the 105th
Congress. As Vice Chair, she ranked fourth in the elected party leadership.

Mrs. Kennelly was also the first woman to serve on the House Committee on Intelligence and to
chair one of its subcommittees. She was the first woman to serve as Chief Majority Whip, and
the third woman in history to serve on the 200-year-old Ways and Means Committee. During
the 105th Congress, she was the ranking member of the Subcommittee on Social Security,
which oversees the largest single government program in the United States.

A life-long resident of Hartford, Congresswoman Kennelly received a B.A. in Economics from
Trinity College, Washington, D.C. and a certificate from the Harvard Business School on
completion of the Harvard-Radcliffe Program in Business Administration and a Master's Degree
in Government from Trinity College, Hartford.

Prior to her election to Congress, Mrs. Kennelly was Secretary of the State of Connecticut and
a member of the Hartford Court of Common Council. Among her many civic involvements, Mrs.
Kennelly serves on the Advisory Boards of BNA’'s Medicare Report and the Washington Center
and as Vice Chair of the Advisory Board of the Thomas J. Dodd Research Center, University of
Connecticut. Mrs. Kennelly also serves on the Board of Directors of the United States
Association of Former Members of Congress; the International Foundation for Election
Systems; and the Board of Electors, Wadsworth Athenaeum Museum of Art, Hartford,
Connecticut.

Mrs. Kennelly’s late husband, James, was Speaker of the Connecticut State House. She has
three daughters and a son and ten grandchildren.

THE HONOURABLE MRS. SUE KELLY

Sue W. Kelly is currently President and CEO of Kelly Consulting LLC an investment and
consulting firm. She served for 12 years in the House of
Representatives (1995 -2007), holding her New York seat for
the Republicans when there was a big New York swing to
the Democrats.

During her service in Congress she spent 12 years on the
Financial Services Committee, becoming Vice-Chairman.

As Chairman of the Sub-Committee on Oversight and
Investigations she held numerous hearings on money
transfer, terror finance and international financial
cooperation.

She is the founder of the Congressional Bi-partisan, Bi-
cameral Anti-terrorist Funding Task Force.

Mrs. Kelly was Vice-Chairman of the Small Business
Committee, heading the Regulatory Reform and Paperwork
Reduction Sub- Committee. A senior member of the
Transportation and Infrastructure Committee, Mrs. Kelly was Vice-chairman of the Rail
Subcommittee and on three other sub-committees.

A recent survey cites Mrs Kelly as being among the foremost lawmakers in the House. She had
a hand in writing much of the major financial legislation of the past 12 years, such as the
Graham Leach Bliley Act, work on the Patriot Act and the Sarbanes-Oxley Act. She has also
helmed legislation to guarantee women reconstructive surgery and her introduction of the



Treatment of Children’s Deformities Act.

Susan Kelly has been an advocate of environmental protection, abortion rights and health and
welfare of the elderly. Kelly was Chair of the House Page Board from 1998 to 2001, which
oversaw the prestigious House of Representatives Page Program. She has actively
campaigned to allow state and local law enforcement to help reduce illegal immigration and
establish ‘workplace verification’ systems that allow employers to quickly verify the legal
working status of their employees. She championed legislation, now law, relieving most
homeowners of capital gains taxation on the sale of their principal residence. She is on the
National Board of Advisors for the nonprofit Washington Legal Foundation.

Economic development and environment issues are among Congresswoman Kelly’s priorities.
She secured $11 million for habitat restoration along the Hudson River and $35 million for
transportation infrastructure projects; she works in support of numerous other federal grant
programs which help local communities.

A businesswoman and former adjunct professor, Mrs. Kelly received a bachelor’s degree from
Denison University and holds a Masters degree from Sarah Lawrence College.
She is married to Edward Kelly, and they have 4 children and 8 grandchildren.
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
